‘Gas prices have stabilised fmf now’

Mahanagar Gas (MGL) is planning to
foray into the compressed biogas seg-
ment with an under-construction plant
in Mumbai set to be commissioned in
less than two years. The company is also
aiming to build six new LNG outlets
by next year, Ashu Shinghal, the
company’s managing director, told
Arunima Bharadwajin aninterview.
The company will source LNG and
distribute it through the stations.

So,
the price cut, if any, will
depend on the alternate fuel
prices aswell as the gross
margins and the volume

IN A BID to tighten norms to
tackle deepfakes, Google on
Wednesday said content cre-
ators on YouTube will have to
discloseanyaltered orsynthetic
content that they post on
the platform.
Googlesaiditwillenable the
removal of Al-generated or
other synthetic or altered con-
tent on YouTube that simulates
an identifiable individual,
including their face or voice,
using its privacy request
process.“Inthe coming months,
YouTubewill require creators to
disclose altered or synthetic
content that is realistic, includ-
ing using Al tools, and we’ll
inform viewers about such con-
tent through labels in the
description panel and video
player. We’re committed to
working with creators before
this rolls out to make sure they
understand the new require-
ments,” Google said in a blog
post.The development comes
